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A board of the Prague grossi struck under Viadislaus II from the outskirts

of Cesky Brod. Contribution to the chronology of the Jagiellonian coins

The group of seventy Prague grossi from the oulskirts of the central Bobemian town Cesky
Brod evidently represents a fragment of a hoard. An anonymous peasant found the hoard
via ploughing some time in 1940 or 1941. The grossus struck under the Bohemian King
Jobn of Luxembourg (1310-1340) is the oldest coin. Four coins were produced under Wen-
ceslas 1V (1378-1419). The majority of the hoard — 64 grossi in total — is represented by
coins of the Viadislaus II Jagiellon (1471-1516). One specimen remains unattributed. The
condition of the coins was very poor— their surface was generally covered by oxides, copper
oxides and ferrous oxides respectively. The detailed attribution was also complicated by flat
striking. The author is focused on accessible finding details, characteristics of appearance,
plus weight and metrology of the individual pieces. In the case of the grossi of Viadislaus II,
the author attempted to apply chronological typification on them.
