Notes and questions raised by production of trade coins at the break

of the 16th and 17th century

An unknown double-thaler struck under Rudolph II in the Prague mint is analyzed in
this article. The coin logically fits the year series of the MKC 308 (Ja 50) type. This type of
the Lasanz double-thaler is possibly the most usual one, and it was struck probably from
the MKC 313 (Ja 41) thaler dies. Analogically, also other ‘missing’ years of some thaler
issues struck under Rudolph IT could be detected (e.g. MKC 312, MKC 307). More detailed
iconographic analysis of the thaler and double-thaler issues of that period can bring se-
veral (interesting?) questions dealing with cooperation of Bohemian and Silesian mints
and the short-term activities of Dietrich Busso in the Rudolph’s coinage.
