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Find of a silver coin struck under the Sasanian ruler Peroz from Robatec
(Hodonin district)

In 2012, during surface examination using metal detectors, a silver Sasanian drachm
struck under Peroz (AD 457-484) was found in Robatec (Hodonin district). The coin
was produced in the mint using its monogram of LYW (Rev Ardaxsir, Kbuzistan) and it
represents the third and the earliest Sasanian specimen found in the territory of the
Czech Republic. There is positively no connection with Sasanian coins discovered in
Hungary and Transylvania in the Hunnic context. More likely, the coin came to Moravia
via the southern route and it possibly represents a result of contacts with products of the
Byzantine provenance.
