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I EDITORIAL

Ve dnech 22.-24. fijna 2024 hostilo Muzeum Jindfichohradecka dalsi z cyklu konferenci Knizni kultura 19. a 20. stoleti, ktera
byla tentokrat vénovana tématu ¢esko-némeckych vztaht a jejich odrazu v literarni a publicistické ¢innosti, vydavatelské praxi
i ¢tenafské zkusenosti. Pfedkladané ¢islo nabizi osm vybranych piispévkl pfednesenych na této konferenci, jez propojuje zéjem
o knizni kulturu jako dynamicky prostor kulturni vymény mezi (jazykove¢) ceskym a némeckym prostfedim.

Jednu z tematickych linii ¢isla tvofi studie zamétené na produkei vyznamnych ceskych a moravskych tiskaren a jejich roli
v narodnostnich i spoledenskych proménach regiontl. S. B&halova zkoumala piisobeni Landfrasovy tiskarny v Jindfichové
Hradci na ¢esko-némeckém jazykovém rozhrani, I. Bydzovska se zaméfila na soubor némeckojazy¢cnych kramatskych tiski
z produkce prazské tiskarny Jana Spurného, ulozenych v oddéleni knizni kultury Knihovny Narodniho muzea, zatimco L. Hei-
landova ve své studii zmapovala ¢innost tif vyznamnych brnénskych tiskaren na prelomu 18. a 19. stoleti a jejich piinos pro
rozvoj knizniho trhu, §ifeni osvicenskych ideji a formovani kulturniho Zivota.

Dalsi dvojice textl tematizuje literarni a medialni kontext ¢esko-némeckych vztahd. L. Futtera ve své studii analyzoval ptiso-
beni prazského novinare a spisovatele némeckého ptivodu Eduarda Riiffera na pomezi ceského a némeckého literarniho prostoru
pomoci Bourdieovy teorie pole, B. Kopplova prispéla studii o némecké profesni organizaci Reichsgewerkschaft der deutschen
Presse, vyznamném &lanku zurnalistické obce mezivaleéného Ceskoslovenska.

Tteti tematickou linku tvofi studie vénované knihovnam a kniznim fondim: A. KaSparova zmapovala vyvoj knihovny Se-
veroeského muzea v Liberci, spoluautofi M. Simtinek a M. Vlasédkova zase osudy soukromé knihovny prezidenta Edvarda
Benese béhem nacistické okupace a po skonceni druhé svétové valky. Specificky pohled na kulturni transfer konecné prinasi
studie A. Gruzové, jez se vénuje zaklinacim rukopistim cirkulujicim ¢eskym venkovem b&hem 18. a 19. stoleti.

Podzimni dvojéislo dale obsahuje recenzi na knihu L. Potizkové Kuchyné ve sluzbach lidu, zpravu z Knihovny Nérodniho
muzea, v niz V. Karfusova piipomina vystavu Knihy poSalamounsku vénovanou tvorbé Jifiho a Evy Salamounovych, a tradiéng
také sekci Maticnich listii, do niz ptispéla mj. M. Pokorna svou studii o projevech solidarity a vetejnych sbirkach v minulosti.

On 2224 October 2024, the Museum of the Jindfichtiv Hradec Region hosted another instalment in the conference series Knizni
kultura 19. a 20. stoleti [The Book Culture of the Nineteenth and Twentieth Centuries], this time devoted to Czech—German re-
lations and their reflection in literary and journalistic production, publishing practice and reading experience. This volume offers
eight selected papers delivered at the conference, united by an interest in book culture as a dynamic space of cultural exchange
between the Czech- and German-speaking milieus.

One of the thematic strands of the volume comprises studies focused on the output of major Bohemian and Moravian printing
houses and on their role in the national and social transformations of their respective regions. S. Béhalova examines the activities
of the Landfras printing works in Jindtichtiv Hradec, situated on the Czech—German linguistic frontier; I. Bydzovska focuses on
a corpus of German-language chapbooks produced by the Prague printing workshop of Jan Spurny and held in the Book Culture
Department of the National Museum Library; L. Heilandova maps the activities of three significant Brno printing houses at the
turn of the nineteenth century and their contribution to the development of the book market, the dissemination of Enlightenment
ideas, and the shaping of cultural life.

Another two contributions explore the literary and media contexts of Czech—German relations. L. Futtera analyses the work
of the Prague journalist and writer of German origin Eduard Riiffer at the intersection of the Czech and German literary fields,
drawing on Bourdieu’s field theory; B. Kdpplova examines the German professional organisation Reichsgewerkschaft der
deutschen Presse as a significant part of the journalistic community in interwar Czechoslovakia.

The third thematic strand comprises studies devoted to libraries and book collections. A. Kasparova traces the development
of the library of the North Bohemian Museum in Liberec, whereas M. Simtinek and M. Vlasakova examine the fate of the
private library of President Edvard Bene§ during the Nazi occupation and in the aftermath of the Second World War. Finally,
a distinctive perspective on cultural transfer is provided by the study of A. Grizova, which focuses on incantation manuscripts
circulating in Czech rural areas in the eighteenth and nineteenth centuries.

The autumn double issue also includes a review of L. Potizkova’s book Kuchyné ve sluzbach lidu [The Kitchen at the Service
of the People] as well as a report from the National Museum Library in which V. Karfusova draws attention to the exhibition
Knihy poSalamounsku [Books the Salamoun Way], dedicated to the work of Jifi and Eva Salamoun. Following established
tradition, the issue concludes with the Maticni listy section, including a study by M. Pokorna on expressions of solidarity and
public fundraising in the past.
