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A new type of the Boian staters

A new type of the Boian stater appeared in the numismatic trade in 2003. The finding
place is unknown. The coin is iconographically unclear — possibly a stylized head to left
on obverse and torques on reverse. The coin obviously comes from the Bobemian territo-
ry, possibly older phase of the Bobemian oppidi, but it was with bigh probability produ-
ced outside the circulation territory of these coins. Concerning the absolute dating, it was
possibly struck sometimes during the second thivd of the 2nd century BC. The mentioned
coin type interestingly enriches the series of the Boian coinage.
