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Undated forged black coins of Ferdinand I of Habsburg

Three contemporary undated copper forgeries of the black coins of Ferdinand I of
Habsburg are presented in the article. Using the SEM (Scanning Electron Microscopy)
analysis, attempts for finding relicts of plating have been made. The samples were ana-
lyzed via EDS (Energy Dispersive X-ray Spectrometry) analysis then. Traces of probable
silver plating have been detected in two cases. Clear traces of tin plating have been posi-
tively identified in one case. Forging of these coins is discussed also in the bistorical con-
text.
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
