By Way of Introduction

Dear Readers,

The processing of museum and archival collections is fundamental to the work of every
memory institution. At the same time, however, it always provides its own insights into
how a musical legacy is created, preserved, and newly interpreted in both archives and
museums as well as in the consciousness of the wider public. After all, musical memory
does not live only in archives—it lives in the way in which we process, preserve, and re-
peatedly present it. For a 17th year, the journal Musicalia is showcasing the rich holdings
of the National Museum as well as related topics that extend beyond the scope of this
institution, highlighting that even in seemingly stable collections, new research impulses
and questions can be discovered that transcend the boundaries of a single institution or
scientific discipline. I hope the current issue of our journal will convince you of this as well;
true to our journal’s tradition, the issue covers a wide historical range from the Middle
Ages to the recent present.

To begin with, you can learn about a newly discovered manuscript fragment that adds
to our knowledge of medieval polyphony in Czech sources or about a printed collection of
motets for five voices by the Rudolphine musician and composer Mathias de Sayve. A study
devoted to Smetana’s piano reductions gives a clear summary of subject matter that has
previously been overlooked and draws attention to its importance in Smetana scholarship.
An analysis of written documents from the estate of Marie Wachsmannova offers a picture
of Prague’s cultural life in particular, significantly enriching the existing Suk collection of the
Czech Museum of Music. A study on the Sak Philharmonic reminds us about an orchestra
that has been somewhat neglected, but that was nonetheless important, with activities
that helped shape the musical life of Czechoslovakia during the interwar period. Finally,
in the last study you can familiarise yourself with the estate of the composer, musicologist,
and editor Jarmil Burghauser, whose broad range of activities had a significant impact not
only on Czech music of the 20th century, but also on the availability of musical sources.
Musicalia also regularly presents reviews of musicological publications and informative
articles. This time, we celebrate the birthday of Stanislav Tesaf, for many years a scholar,
editor, and pedagogue, whose work has had a major influence on Czech musicology and
the systematic processing of museum collections. The editorial staff of Musicalia joins in
celebrating this jubilee, extending to him our heartfelt wishes, recognition, and respect.

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Editorial

Vazeni Ctenéri,
zpracovani muzejnich a archivnich fonda patfi k zdkladnim pilifim prace kazdé pa-
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métové instituce. Zaroven vsak vzdy prindsi vlastni pohled na to, jak se hudebni dédictvi
utvari, uchovavd a nové interpretuje, a to jak v archivech a muzeich, tak i ve védomi $irsi
verfejnosti. Hudebni pamét totiz neZije jen v archivech — Zije ve zptsobu, jak ji zpracovava-
me, uchovavdme a znovu vypravime. Casopis Musicalia jiz sedmnactym rokem ptiblizuje
timto zptisobem bohaté fondy Narodniho muzea i dalsi souvisejici témata presahujici rimec
této instituce a poukazuje na to, Ze i ve zdanlivé ,stabilnich” fondech lze nachéazet nové
vyzkumné impulzy a otazky, které presahuji hranice jedné instituce ¢i védecké discipliny.
Vérim, Ze vas o tom presvédci i aktudlni ¢islo naseho ¢asopisu, které je, jak jiz byva zvykem,
na Casové ose historie velkoryse rozkroceno od sttedovéku do doby nedavno soucasné.

Na tvod se miizete seznamit s objevenym rukopisnym zlomkem, ktery dokresluje stte-
dovéky vicehlas v ¢eskych pramenech, ¢i s tiSténou sbirkou pétihlasych motet rudolfinského
hudebnika a skladatele Mathiase de Sayve. Studie vénujici se Smetanovym klavirnim vyta-
hiam prehledné shrnuje tuto dosud opomijenou problematiku a upozornuje na vyznam, ktery
ve smetanovském badani zaujima. Obraz zejména prazského kulturniho zivota predstavuje
rozbor pisemnosti Marie Wachsmannové, které vyznamné doplnuji i dosavadni sukovsky
fond Ceského muzea hudby. Studie o Sakové filharmonii pfipomina trochu opomijeny,
nicméné vyznamny orchestr, ktery svou ¢innosti spoluutvéarel hudebni zZivot mezivale¢ného
Ceskoslovenska. A kone¢né v posledni studii se miizete seznamit s poztstalosti skladatele,
muzikologa a editora Jarmila Burghausera, jehoz mnohostranna ¢innost zanechala vyraznou
stopu nejen v ¢eské hudbé 20. stoleti, ale i v pristupu k hudebnim pramendm. Pravidelnou
soucasti Musicalii jsou téZ recenze muzikologickych publikaci a informativni texty. V nich
tentokrat pripomeneme zivotni jubileum Stanislava Tesare, dlouholetého badatele, editora
a pedagoga, jehoz prace zdsadnim zptisobem ovlivnila ¢eskou muzikologii i systematické
zpracovani muzejnich fondi — redakce Musicalif se k tomuto jubileu pripojuje upfimnym
pranim, uznanim a tctou.
